A megbizas kelte: The date when the Remitter duly signs the transfer order form.

Az atutalé szamlaszama: the account number to be debited, in 2x8 or 3x8-character format.

A jogosult neve és székhelye: the Beneficiary’s name and seat.

VIBER: in case you would like your transfer to be processed via VIBER (Hungarian Forint Real Time Gross Settlement System)
instead of the default Giro payment, please mark this box with an X. We would like to draw your attention to the possible difference
in the fees and charges between VIBER and Giro bank transfers.

Osszeg (forintra kerekitve): the HUF amount to be remitted, rounded up. Any Fillér amount (00/100) shall not be taken into con-
sideration by the Bank.

A jogosult szamlaszama: the Beneficiary’s account number in 2x8 or 3x8-character format.

10. Ertéknap: The banking day on which the Bank debits the amount of the transfer order to the Remitter’s account (value date). The

value date shall be indicated in case the Bank shall execute the transfer order later than the date of its submission. In case of indica-
tion of the value date the Bank debits the account on the banking business day indicated as value date.

11. Bizonylatszam: your identification number of the transfer order (optional field). This data field shall not be processed by the Bank.
12. Atutalé orszagkédja: the Remitter’s two-letter country code (e.g. HU) (please refer to: www.citibank.hu / Corporate Bank / Cash

Management).

13. Jogcimkdd: payment title, indicated by the Remitter to the Bank as per the Hungarian legal provisions and the guidelines of the

National Bank of Hungary on the titles of international payment transactions. The payment title shall be indicated if either the
Remitter’s or the Beneficiary’s country code is Hungary, or the transfer order falls under the payment title code 50-52., 54-56. and
58. (please refer to: www.citibank.hu / Corporate Bank / Cash Management).

14. Jogosult orszigkédja: the Beneficiary’s two-letter country code (please refer to: www.citibank.hu / Corporate Bank / Cash Management).
15. Kézlemény: comments on the purpose of the amount to be transferred.
16. Fehér sav: white OCR area. Please do not write here.
